Nazare Feliciano’s conceptual installations are truly unique.  She uses traditional techniques that are changed into 
contemporary experiences.  As chair of the visual arts program at Palm Beach Community College she engages students and 
encourages them to expand their views on art in general.  Her work embodies the pioneer spirit.

This student exhibit is always a surprise and many times 
deals with installation art, electronic manipulations and the use of unusual materials.  Traditional components are present as well 
in this unpredictable showing. 

 
Art Works From the Collection of Harvey Littleton (Father of Studio Glass)  
April 6, 2008 – June 6, 2009 (Chris Harris Permanent Collection Gallery) 
Opening Reception: December 5, 2008, 5 – 7pm 
Harvey Littleton is widely known as the “Father of the Studio Glass Movement” helping to foster new, exciting and experimental 
ways of manipulating glass into fantastic works of art.  At the University of Wisconsin he taught ceramics, but then introduces a 
glass blowing class and eventually established a graduate course.  Dale Chihuly was a student with Harvey in the 1960’s.  In 
addition to remarkable glass works by Littleton, there will be a collection of Vitreographs (a form of printmaking utilizing a glass 
surface to transfer images) which was developed by Harvey Littleton.  Various other artists will be on exhibit that has utilized this 
unique medium. 

 

Beaux Arts: Equus 
April 6 – June 6, 2009 (Upper Galleries) 
 This local art group has been exhibiting at the museum for many years.  In the past they have   given themselves a theme to consider as 
they work toward an exhibit.  This year they have combined their efforts with the annual Equus exhibit and selected the horse as their 
subject matter.  This will prove   to be a very interesting and varied exhibit. 
 

Liquid Muse: Paintings inspired by the St. Johns River 
December 5, 2008 – February 8, 2009 (Upper Galleries) 
Opening Reception: December 5, 5 – 7 pm 
This visual commentary on the St. Johns River by a wide range of artists has made an interesting and above all educational 
presentation.  The exhibit is based of a book called “Florida’s First River: A visual history of the St. Johns” by Bill Belleville, Gary 
Monroe and Mallory McCane O’Connor.  A variety of mediums fill this exhibition out with an abundance of ascetics.  With 



interactive CDs planned and a wide range of appeal this exhibition is one of the most ambitious projects that the Museum of 
Florida Art has taken on.  Liquid Muse is the culmination of several years of planning and this will by one of first venues to 
showcase this important exhibition.  

 

Confessions of a Suburban Primitive: Paintings by Carl Knickerbacker  
June 13 – August 24, 2009 (Lower Gallery) 
Carl Knickerbacker is a true outsider artist.  He describes himself as a Suburban Primitive and mainly paints large works.  His work 
encompasses the world of politics, tourism and themes related to current cultural aspects of our society.  These paintings cover the years 
2001 – 2006 and will stir the imagination with their clever humor. 

 
Elegant Primitive:  Oleda Baker Paintings 
June 13 – August 24, 2009 (Chris Harris Permanent Collection Gallery) 
Oleda Baker’s primitive works evoke a dreamlike state.  If one were to select a word to describe her paintings, one might choose, 
intimate.  Her style is of soft edges and rounded shapes.  Henry Rousseau comes to mind as her work is related somewhat to 

his style. She paints what she imagines, sometimes specific, most times surreal, but always from her feelings.  One feels drawn 
in, often with a mysterious sense of being part of the picture.  At the very least, Oleda's creations do not leave emotions 
unstirred. 

 

The Book Unbound 
June 13 – August 24, 2009 (Dorothy Johnson Gallery) 
This exhibition is a group effort of over 30 artists stretching the definition of the book to new limits.  This is an installation of these ideas 
which have materialized into a vocabulary of beautiful interpretations of what a book is.  Traditional ideas about volumes of literature are 
far surpassed by these creations. 

 
Tactile Traces 
June 13 – August 24, 2009 (Libby West and Ann West Hall Gallery) 
This exhibit refers to the legacy of stitching and cloth as coming from and through the hands of women.  The artists who comprise this 
exhibit art nationally and internationally known for their expressive power of thread, cloth and color. 

 

The Paintings of “Bean” Backus 
September 5 – November 23, 2009 (Lower Galleries) 
A.E. Backus was born in 1906 in Fort Pierce, Florida.  He earned his living as painter throughout his adult life and is best known as the 
“Father of the Highwaymen”.  Backus painted the Florida landscape in a magical way and used light and shade to enhance his unique 
visions.  His lifetime study of plants, wildlife and meteorology gave his paintings more than a rendition of a beautiful view. 

 
Trent Tomingo: Experience Portraits 
December 12, 2009 – February 8, 2010 (Upper Galleries) 
Trent Tomingo will show a group of portraits that marry abstract forms with realistic, figurative imagery.  These paintings are 
representations of people based on their life-changing experiences.  These powerful images will linger in the mind of the viewer long after 
leaving the museum.  Their psychological power and exceptional craftsmanship in execution serve to further the influence of this work.  

 

Florida Collectors: Works from the Colvard / Brown Collection 
December 12, 2009 – February 8, 2010 (Lower Gallery) 
This collection of early Florida paintings represents some of the best examples of art produced when the state was still a wilderness.  This 
work will give the viewer a sense of what has truly passes from our landscape.  Among the master artists included is Fluhart who also was 
one of the first art instructors at Stetson University. 

 
The Art of Chrome and Leather  7 
February 22, 2010 – March 16, 2010 (All Galleries) 
The motorcycle will be featured in this annual showcase of custom bikes, one of kind designs, and motorcycles of unusual interest.  In 
addition to actual bikes there will be a fine art component comprising artists working in various mediums with the motorcycle as a central 
theme.  This exciting showcase will feature unique painted motorcycles by internationally known Chris Cruz.  His fantastic air brush work 
is unsurpassed for it’s realism, depth of color and tone and originality of design.  Chris Cruz has been the guiding force for this annual 
event from the beginning and introduced the Museum of Florida Art to many interesting and supportive people over the past 5 years.  In 
addition to the display of outstanding bikes there will be a photography exhibit by some of the best local photographers including Jim 
Tiller, Bob Alexander, and others.
